LANEq201 Clean, prepare and maintain stables for horses
Overview: 
This standard covers the cleaning, preparation and maintenance of stables to ensure they provide safe and suitable accommodation for horses. It includes maintaining hygiene and biosecurity, checking and cleaning the stable environment, providing suitable bedding, and returning horses safely to the stable. You must work safely and follow organisational procedures. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the health, safety and welfare of yourself, others, and horses during the activity
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. maintain hygiene and biosecurity in line with organisational requirements
4. check the stable environment and conditions to ensure the safety, welfare and wellbeing of the horse and report concerns to the appropriate person
5. clean and prepare stables in line with organisational procedures
6. dispose of waste safely in line with organisational procedures
7. provide suitable bedding for horses
8. return equipment to the designated areas after use
9. return horses to stables safely and in accordance with instructions
10. seek clarification when instructions are unclear
11. communicate with others and maintain effective teamwork
12: work within organisational timeframes

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:

This standard covers providing feed and water to horses in line with organisational procedures. It includes preparing feed, providing concentrates and forage, ensuring horses have access to clean water, and maintaining hygiene and biosecurity throughout the activity. You must work safely and follow agreed instructions while maintaining the welfare of horses, yourself and others. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the health, safety and welfare of yourself, others, and horses during the activity
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. maintain hygiene and biosecurity in line with organisational requirements
4. identify types of feed and assess their quality
5. prepare feed rations in accordance with agreed instructions
6. provide feed and water to horses in line with organisational requirements
7. report any changes in horses’ feeding or drinking behaviours to the appropriate person
8. dispose of waste safely and correctly
9. maintain and store feeding equipment so that it is fit for use 
10. seek clarification when instructions are unclear
11. communicate with others and maintain effective teamwork
12: work within organisational timeframes

Knowledge and understanding
You must know and understand:

DRAFT TITLE: Carry out routine care and monitor the health, welfare and wellbeing of horses
Overview: 
This standard covers carrying out routine care for horses and monitoring their health, welfare and wellbeing in line with organisational procedures. It includes handling horses safely, carrying out routine checks, providing basic preventative care, applying stable bandages with appropriate padding, and reporting observations. You must work safely, communicate effectively and follow agreed instructions while maintaining hygiene and biosecurity. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards within the activity.

Performance criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses during routine care activities
2. maintain hygiene and biosecurity in line with organisational requirements
3. agree responsibilities, methods of work and follow instructions throughout the activity, seeking clarification when instructions are unclear
4. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
5. carry out routine care of horses in line with organisational requirements 
6. maintain the security of horses when handling them and communicate effectively with others involved
7. monitor horses’ health, welfare, physical condition and behaviour at regular intervals and report observations to the appropriate person 
8. select, apply and fit suitable stable bandages with appropriate padding in line with organisational requirements

DRAFT TITLE: Clean and groom horses, and plait manes 
This standard covers cleaning and grooming horses and preparing manes for plaiting in line with organisational procedures. It includes handling horses safely, using appropriate equipment, carrying out grooming techniques, cleaning horses when required, and preparing and plaiting manes. You must work safely, maintain hygiene and biosecurity, and communicate effectively with others while promoting horse welfare. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses during grooming activities 
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. approach and handle horses in ways that minimise risks to horses, yourself and others
4. select and use grooming equipment safely and correctly
5. clean and groom horses using appropriate techniques in line with organisational requirements
6. wash horses when required and dry them according to conditions and organisational procedures
7. pick out horses’ feet safely and correctly
8. recognise and report signs that horses’ hooves may require trimming or re-shoeing
9. prepare and plait horses’ manes in line with organisational requirements
10. seek clarification when instructions are unclear
11. clean and store grooming equipment in designated areas after use
12: work within organisational timeframes

DRAFT TITLE: Turn out and maintain horses within a grazing area
Overview:
This standard covers turning out horses into grazing areas and maintaining their health, welfare and wellbeing while turned out. It includes routine checking of grazing land, ensuring an adequate water supply, suitable fencing and a safe environment and checking horses at regular intervals. You will also be applying rugs when required, and bringing horses in from a grazing area safely. You must work safely, follow organisational procedures and maintain hygiene, biosecurity and effective communication throughout the activity.
You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance criteria
You must be able to: 
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses, during the activities
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. assess grazing land, boundaries, gates and shelters to ensure suitability for horses and report observations to the appropriate person
4. ensure horses have access to an adequate supply of clean water
5. identify hazards in grazing areas and take appropriate action or report them to the appropriate person
6. select, apply and fit rugs, appropriate for the horse and environmental conditions in line with organisational requirements 
7. select and fit equipment required for leading the horse to the grazing area or bringing them in
8. turn out horses in accordance with agreed instructions
9. monitor horses’ health, welfare, physical condition and behaviour at regular intervals and report observations to the appropriate person
10. catch and bring in horses from the grazing area in line with organisational procedures
11. change or remove rugs, fold and store them in designated location
12. seek clarification when instructions are unclear
13. take the appropriate action to resolve problems within the limits of your responsibility 

Knowledge and understanding

2. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
3. the conditions that promote the health and wellbeing of horses when turned out

7. factors that affect the suitability and condition of grazing land for horses
8. types of hazards associated with grazing land and how these can be minimised or controlled

LANEq210 Apply, fit and maintain horse tack and equipment for ridden exercise

Overview:
This standard covers applying, checking and maintaining tack and equipment for ridden exercise in line with organisational procedures. It includes selecting correct tack, fitting and adjusting it for comfort, removing and maintaining equipment after use, and working safely while ensuring horse welfare. You must communicate effectively, follow agreed instructions and maintain hygiene and biosecurity throughout these activities. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance criteria
You mut be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of the horse during the activity
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. select appropriate tack and equipment for ridden exercise in line with organisational requirements
4. put on and check tack and equipment, adjusting if necessary to ensure safety and comfort for the horse
5. remove tack and equipment safely after ridden exercise
6. clean, maintain and store tack and equipment in designated areas
7. seek clarification when instructions are unclear
8: work within organisational timeframes


Knowledge and understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice.
2. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
3. the range of horse tack and equipment in common use
4. the parts of a saddle and bridle in line with organisational requirements

7. the problems that may occur when fitting tack and equipment to horses and the actions to take

Clean tack: Strip clean bridles and reassembly of bridles. Clean saddles. 

Scope:
Tack up, in accordance with organisation requirements may include: snaffle bridle, martingales, saddles, nosebands and bits, breastplate, brushing boots, overreach boots, exercise bandages, hood, cheek pieces, blinkers, and tongue tie.

Glossary:
Tack in common use for the discipline or disciplines the organisation is operating in.

DRAFT TITLE: Care for horses after exercise

Overview:
This standard covers caring for horses after exercise in line with organisational procedures. It includes monitoring horses’ health and wellbeing following work, checking for signs of stress or injury, cooling and drying horses, applying suitable clothing and equipment, and assisting with treatments when required. You must work safely, communicate effectively and maintain hygiene, biosecurity and horse welfare throughout these activities. You will be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses during post-exercise care
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. approach and handle horses with respect, in ways that minimises risks to horses, yourself and others
4. check the horse's legs and feet after exercise and report concerns to the appropriate person
5. cool, wash and dry the horse in line with organisational procedures
6. apply suitable clothing and equipment to the horse after exercise in line with organisational requirements
7. assist with the application of treatments in line with instructions
8. return the horse to appropriate environment ensuring comfort and safety
9. provide feed and water to horses after exercise in line with organisational procedures
10. monitor horses’ health and wellbeing after exercise and report concerns to the appropriate person
11. assist with the care for horses requiring additional support after exercise

Knowledge and understanding
You must know and understand:

LANEq212 Lunge a horse for exercise under supervision

Overview:
This standard covers lungeing quiet horses for exercise under supervision in line with organisational procedures. It includes preparing the exercise area, checking the condition of the horse, selecting and fitting appropriate lunge tack, maintaining control of the horse while lungeing, and reviewing the session with the supervisor. You must work safely, follow agreed instructions and maintain horse welfare throughout the activity. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.

Performance criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of the horse during lungeing activities
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. check that the exercise area is suitable for lungeing in line with organisational requirements
4. check that the horse is in a suitable condition to be lunged and report and concerns to the appropriate person
5. select, check and fit lunge tack and equipment in accordance with organisational procedures
6. lunge the horse for exercise in line with agreed instructions
7. maintain appropriate control of the horse throughout the lungeing activity
8. remove and store lunge tack and equipment in designated areas
9. review the lunge session and report observations to the appropriate person 

Knowledge and understanding
You must know and understand:

DRAFT TITLE: Exercise horses in the open under supervision

It includes preparing the horse for ridden exercise, riding singly or in groups, managing gait and speed, maintaining a secure and balanced riding position, and responding appropriately to horses’ behaviour and environmental conditions. You must work safely, follow agreed instructions and maintain horse welfare and wellbeing throughout the activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.
