Overview
This standard covers riding racehorses to improve their performance in line with organisational procedures. It includes riding horses at appropriate paces, monitoring their behaviour and way of going, reporting performance factors, and communicating with relevant personnel. You must work safely, follow agreed instructions and maintain the welfare and wellbeing of horses throughout the activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. monitor and maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses during the activity
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. ride racehorses to improve their performance
4. monitor how horses respond to different conditions and report observations to the appropriate person
5. provide feedback on horses’ performance in line with organisational procedures
6. discuss feedback with the appropriate person to support the accuracy of reporting

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice.
2. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
3. the principles of adopting an effective riding position for riding racehorses
4. the effect of group exercise on horses
6. the effects of going on racehorses
7. the paces and distances required during this type of activity
8. the organisational procedures for riding fit and unfit racehorses
9. the organisational procedures for riding straightforward racehorses and those with specific behavioural issues
10. the risks to horses, yourself and others and how these risks can be minimised

Overview
This standard covers schooling racehorses to meet agreed requirements. Schooling is likely to be either hurdles, fences or starting stalls. You should be able to establish the existing level of education of the horse, confirm requirements with the appropriate person, plan and carry out the schooling programme, and report back on the progress made. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. monitor and maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses during the activity
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. establish the level of racehorse you are schooling
4. confirm schooling requirements with the appropriate person
5. plan schooling activities to meet agreed requirements
6. school racehorses in line with organisational procedures and agreed plans
7. use equipment safely and appropriately during schooling activities
8. report on horses’ progress in line with organisational procedures

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice.
2. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
3. how to establish a racehorse’s existing level of schooling
4. how to plan schooling activities to meet agreed requirements
5. the types of equipment necessary for the work and their safe use
6. the effects of temperament, age and experience on the behaviour of racehorses
7. the effects of schooling exercise on racehorses
8. the types of problems encountered when schooling young racehorses
9. the risks to horses, yourself and others and how these risks are minimised

New NOS: Contribute to the training programmes for racehorses 

Overview: This standard covers contributing to the design, implementation, evaluation and modification of training programmes for racehorses in line with organisational procedures. You should be able to carry out this work with horses of varying levels of fitness, up to and including race fitness, and with different training objectives. Objectives should include physical and psychological development. You should be able to identify the present level of fitness of the horse, the required end point of the programme, and contribute to the design, implementation, evaluation and modification of a programme of training to achieve the end point. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of racehorses during the activity
2. contribute to the design of training programmes to meet agreed performance objectives
3. assess the condition and performance levels of racehorses using agreed organisational methods
4. select training activities that support the development of racehorses in line with organisational procedures
5. vary training programmes as required to meet the needs of individual racehorses and agreed objectives
6. analyse the effects of training programmes and record findings in line with organisational procedures
7. use organisational resources effectively when contributing to training programmes
8. contribute to the evaluation of training programmes at agreed intervals
9. monitor, review and modify the objectives of the training programmes, where necessary
10. brief the relevant personnel on the appropriate aspects of the training programmes and activities

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice. 
2. the risks to racehorses, yourself and others and how these risks can be minimised
3. the principles of designing, reviewing and modifying training objectives for racehorses
4. the importance of turnout and social contact in racehorse management practice
5. how to establish performance records for individual racehorses
6. how to assess racehorses’ physical and psychological condition and performance 
7. how to recognise and assess the effects of the training programme on the physical and psychological development and feeding requirements of racehorses
8. the effects of temperament, age and experience on the behaviour of racehorses
9. how to incorporate road work, fast work, routine fitness work and schooling into the training programmes
10. the importance of varying speed, distance, incline and surface in training programmes and the effects of going and surface on the racehorses
11. how to use resources when implementing training programmes including; time, facilities (including grass gallops, all weather gallops, hurdles and fences), finance, staff 
12. alternative training methods
13. the importance of regular and correct shoeing of racehorses
14. how to monitor and evaluate the progress of racehorses against the objectives of the training programme
15. how to obtain and share feedback regarding progress and from/to whom, and the importance of this
16. the British Horseracing Authority regulations and other regulations regarding routine vaccinations, controlled and banned substances

LANEq319 Carry out racecourse procedures 

Overview
This standard involves carrying out racecourse procedures on arrival at the racecourse and before and after the race. You should be able to carry out the pre-race and post-race procedures, complete the declaration documentation, adhere to security procedures and liaise with other personnel. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare in connection with this activity. You will be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the work area.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare of racehorses during activities.
2. carry out the pre-race procedures in line with organisational requirements
3. complete required documentation accurately and provide it to the appropriate person 
4. adhere to the racecourse security requirements throughout all activities
5. present required documentation to racecourse personnel in line with organisational procedures
6. communicate effectively with relevant personnel throughout racecourse activities
7. carry out post‑race procedures in line with organisational requirements

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice.
2. the risks to horses, yourself and others and how these risks can be minimised
3. the pre-race procedures, including, stable passes and passports, and procedures for saddling up
4. the relevant rules of racing and how they are applied
5. racecourse procedures and security requirements
6. the personnel with whom you will need to liaise, including; trainers, jockeys, officials and owners
7. the clothing and equipment required by the racehorse and the jockey 
8. the action to be taken in the event of an enquiry
9. the reasons why the tack has to be weighed out and weighed in
10. the post-race procedures, including; aftercare of the horse, collection of colours, selling races and claiming races
11. anti-doping rules and the practices that relate to them

 


LANEq342 Handle and load racehorses into starting stalls prior to a race  

Overview: This standard is about handling and loading racehorses into starting stalls prior to a race. It requires liaison with officials and jockeys, it also involves handling horses prior to and during their stalls entry, ensuring safe procedures are followed at all times. The standard requires close team work during the lead up to a race start and as well as timely and accurate working arrangements. This standard also covers the general maintenance, use and movement of starting stalls on a racecourse. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
2. agree your role and responsibilities with the starting stall team
3. check starting stalls for safety and correct operation prior to a race
4. select the allocated racehorse and liaise with officials and the jockey for the correct order for loading
5. handle and restrain racehorses in ways that minimise stress and risks to racehorses, yourself and others
6. confirm arrangements with jockey and officials, including assisting if final tack/shoeing checks need to be made
7. handle and load racehorses safely into starting stalls and within agreed timescales
8. respond to requests from other team members when loading difficult and inexperienced racehorses
9. close starting gates ensuring the safety and security of yourself, the racehorses and others
10. carry out all loading procedures in accordance with relevant health and safety requirements and legislation
11. complete post-race checks and required records

Knowledge & Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
2. your responsibilities in relation to race start procedures
3. the use and general maintenance of starting stalls
4. the importance of using safe handling and restraint techniques when loading racehorses
5. the importance of accurate and timely loading procedures
6. the basic psychology of horses under stress
7. how to handle and load racehorses with due regard to time, safety and welfare
8. how to handle and load difficult or inexperienced racehorses
9. how to work effectively as part of a team
10. how to communicate effectively with colleagues, officials and jockeys
11. how to recognise and deal with problems with racehorses and tack
12. the risks to racehorses, yourself and others and how these risks can be minimised
13. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice.


LANEq343 Develop and apply race-riding skills 

Overview
This standard is about developing and applying race-riding skills. It covers riding racehorses in regulated races, under licence, either as a jump jockey or as a flat jockey. The standard also covers developing an understanding and application of the rules and regulations to become a professional jockey. The standard covers understanding the basic structure of the industry, the main responsibilities of key organisations and how the component parts work together. You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and animal welfare and wellbeing in connection with this activity. You will need to be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in the workplace.

Performance Criteria
You must be able to:
1. maintain the safety of yourself and others and the welfare and wellbeing of horses, during activities
2. select and wear appropriate clothing and personal protective equipment for the activity
3. identify and agree a programme to develop your race-riding skills
4. implement activities within the agreed programme to develop and improve your race-riding skills 
5. apply race-riding skills in regulated races, under licence
6. evaluate your performance and identify areas for improvement to support future development for yourself and the horse

Knowledge and Understanding
You must know and understand:
1. your responsibilities under relevant animal welfare and health and safety legislation and codes of practice
2. the risks to horses, yourself and others and how these risks can be minimised
3. the selection, use and care of personal protective equipment
4. how to identify and agree a programme to develop your race-riding skills
5. how to implement training activities that support the development of race‑riding skills
6. how to apply race-riding skills in regulated races, under licence
7. how to evaluate your race-riding skills to improve the future performance of yourself and the horse
8. the regulations that apply to jockeys to enable them to conduct themselves professionally within their sport
9. the orders and rules of racing in respect of running and racing horses
10. the basic structure of the industry, the main responsibilities of key organisations and how the component parts work together
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
